Workshop Descriptions 
(In order of date and time.) 

Eleanor Burns: 7/16   9am-4pm   All-day Workshop— “Day and Night Table Runner” 
Day & Night will mystify, enchant and entertain you! It is magical! No smoke and mirrors: the technique is just totally awesome! The pat-
tern is made from strips. The illusion is created by using the acrylic template, included in the back of the book. In class, you are taught to 
make the main star block and then create a bonus project from the cut aways. Kit is included. Book is to be purchased separately. 

Jocelyn Smith: 7/16   9am-12pm   Half-day Workshop— “Have Fun With Your Scraps: How to Use Ugly Fabric in Scrap Quilts” 
Participants are to bring a piece of fabric they don’t want for swapping and also their favorite scrap quilt book. 

Sherry McConnell: 7/16   2-5pm   Half-day Workshop— “Tumbling Blocks by Quiltsmart: No Y Seams!” 
Quiltsmart is a lightweight, fusible, pre-printed interfacing that makes the most traditional patterns easy, fast and accurate. This class will 
feature the Tumbling Blocks pattern and will use only fabric rectangles and interfacing to create this beautiful design. The best news is that 
there are NO y-seams!! Class Fee includes the interfacing kit with instructions. 

Nancy Odom: 7/17   9am-12pm   Half-day Workshop— “Cabin Rose Quilt” 
A quilt in bloom with vivid rose blocks, inspired by the log cabin block. Nancy takes you through a step-by-step workshop, with tips to organ-
ize your blocks as you cut and how to perfect your 1/4 inch piecing. Full color handout shows new ways to use this block in several settings. 
Cabin Roses is available in 4 sizes: 26”x26” - 41”x41” - 57”x71” - 92”x106”. Beginner to intermediate skills level. 

Eleanor Burns: 7/17   9am-12pm   Half-day Workshop— “How Charming Table Topper” 
This simple to construct quilt consists of two blocks. The first is a diamond block with accent trim and the second is a Four Patch. Both 
blocks are made from 5” squares so you will learn a new way to sew with your charm packs. Kit and pattern included. 

Georgia Bonesteel: 7/17   9am-12pm   Half-day Workshop— “Panel Power” 
Learn the patchwork possibilities with the Marie Webster panel fabric featuring twelve of her classic appliqué patterns. Start a small quilt 
called “Beddy Byes” plus see demos on pillows and placemats. 

Nancy Odom: 7/17   1-4pm   Half-day Workshop— “Honeysuckle View Machine Appliqué” 
Learn about using fusible web to bond appliqué pieces to quilt tops. Nancy will discuss the different types of fusible web on the market to-
day, sharing examples of appliquéd quilts using these products. She will take you step-by-step through her machine appliqué technique, 
using a machine buttonhole stitch to finish the raw edges of the appliqué pieces. Finished size: 34”x34”. Intermediate skills level. 

Eleanor Burns: 7/17   1-4pm   Lecture— “Patterns from the Paper” 
Eleanor explores the lasting influence of quilt patterns published from the 1920s to 1940s. She has collected many beautiful antique quilts 
and researched the many predominant designers during this era of American history. This is an informative program you will not want to 
miss. 

Kathy Tracy: 7/17   1-4pm   Half-day Workshop— “Flower Pot Appliqué” 
Bring the past alive and make this charming little wall quilt that features raw-edge flowers and simple needle-turn appliqué. From Remember-
ing Adelia by Kathleen Tracy. Book recommended for class. 

Barbara Brackman: 7/18   9-11:30am   Half-day Workshop— “Clues in the Calico: Dating Antique Quilts” 
Take a virtual walk through the history of fabrics and quilting in one of Barbara’s most popular workshops. Attendees to bring two to three 
quilts or quilt tops (and/or antique quilt blocks) which Barbara will use as her points of reference and teaching tools. 

Kathy Tracy: 7/18   9am-12pm   Half-day Workshop— “American Doll Quilts: Civil War 9-Patch” 
Learn about the role of quilting during the Civil War and have fun making this darling little nine-patch quilt using your reproduction fabric 
scraps. Bring a few extra 4-inch squares of 2-inch strips to swap with members of the class for a really scrappy look! From American Doll 
Quilts by Kathleen Tracy. Book recommended for class. 

Kathy Tracy: 7/18   1:30-4:00pm   Half-day Workshop— “Prairie Children and Their Quilts: Friendship Star” 
During the Pioneer era, quilts were given to beloved friends and relatives as families headed West as reminders of those left behind. Make 
this little Friendship Star quilt using your fabric scraps to commemorate a special friendship. From Prairie Children & Their Quilts by Kath-
leen Tracy. Book recommended for class.
